The individual called Campus Security, who came after about
15 minutes and provided first aid by stopping the bleeding. Then campus security advised the
individual to go to the hospital to check if there were no broken glass particles in the wound. The
injured individual saw a doctor at Kelowna General Hospital, who confirmed that the wound had no
glass particles and then stitched it.
